The Editor’s Message: The Good Ground

If you were on Church on July 13", you are exempt from reading the rest of the message below. With
a few things removed (including the jokes — which you have to hear in person...you have to give a
perk to seeing things live and in person) this is the message | preached that day. | think this was the
third or fourth time | have done a sermon at West Hills Each time in the past I’ve spoken about what-
ever topic | felt like talking about. This time | thought | would actually try to come up with something
that dealt with the lectionary for today. The Gospel reading this day is the oft heard parable of the
Sower. In this story, we find the differing outcome of the seeds that are sown. Its one of my favorite
parables, because not only does Jesus give the story, but, once everyone standing around doesn’t get
it, he then explains it.

According to our Lord, the seed along the roadside on the hard ground symbolizes those who hear the
word of God but do not understand it. For those who don’t accept it, Evil comes along and takes it
away. The seed that falls upon rocky soil represents those who receive the word at first, but have no
strong roots, and so when trials or tribulations arise due to the word, they abandon it. Then we have
the seeds that fell among the thorns. In this instance, the word is heard, but the cares of the world
strangle it out of the person, and no fruit is borne.

This is the one that fits many who claim to be Christians in our day. The many cares and snares of
this world keep many Christians from being fruitful. They are Christians in name but after not too
long, become merely “pew warmers”.

Finally, we come to the good ground. In this instance the seed falls on good soil. This soil represents
those who receive the word, understand it and apply it. This then leads to a bountiful harvest. Even
though much of the seed was cast onto unprepared ground, much of it still falls on the good ground
where it germinates and grows into a mature plant. A mature plant puts out many more times the seed
required to grow it. Relating this to the Kingdom, when you plant God's Word into fertile ground it
will germinate and produce fruit.

They do say that when you speak about something, you should speak about something you know. |
am not much of a Bible scholar, but I do know a little bit about gardening. | was thrilled to see that
this week’s lectionary dealt with sowing. As | mentioned in my newsletter message last summer, | do
enjoy gardening with my family. I don’t think I will ever rise to the level of Helen, but I do it because
| find enjoyment and relaxation in the beauty and simple magic of growing things. However, that
doesn’t mean | don’t find challenges in it. Last year | had a slight issue with Early Blight on my to-
matoes. For those unfamiliar with Early Blight, it’s a fungus that attacks the tomato plant leaves,
causing them eventually to fall off. It looks terrible, can spread quickly, is very difficult to stop and
can cause you to lose your crop. One of the best ways to prevent it is to not grow tomatoes. Actually,
it is to move your plants and not grow them in the same spot. This is because the fungus that causes
Early Blight lives in the soil. So | moved some plants around in the off season and planted my toma-
toes about 10 feet down from where | did the year before. Well, Early Blight attacked again this year,
and | must have upset it because it was even worse than last year. | don’t know if I’ll get any toma-
toes. So the question is, will I grow them elsewhere next year or not at all?

Ashley decided that she wanted to grow Sunflowers from seeds. So that’s exactly what we did. | was-
n’t sure we’d get anything, but as usual | was wrong. | now have about a dozen 7 foot tall plants, just
awaiting brightly colored flowers on top. I never would have thought to plant sunflowers, but they
have indeed become the pride of the family garden. I really should start taking more advice from my
5 year old.
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I think we can draw some parallels between this and our Spiritual lives as well as the efforts as a
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church today.

At a personal level, the parable tells us about our own relationship to hearing the word of God. What kind of soil are we?

Which type of soil do you want to be when Jesus is the sower, coming along and planting seed in your life? I would hope that
you want to be the good ground.

I would like to think that I myself am good ground, but sometimes | know | am the good ground right next to the ground filled
with thorn bushes. It is very easy to let the worries of the world get in the way of living a spiritual life. It is a constant struggle
to refocus one’s attention on the things that truly matter for Christians.

How does one refocus?. For me, | find going to church can help make your soil more pliable. | have always said that you
don’t have to go to church to be a good person. However, in this society, | find it hard to keep focused on what matters with-
out going. Taking time out of my busy schedule (getting away from the thorn bushes), being able to focus on the Word of
God, and sharing a community with people who tend to their own spirit by doing the work of God.

This parable also has implications for us as a church. All institutions sow something. Product placement in tv shows by ad-
vertisers helps sow new customers. Schools try to sow educated citizens. Parents sow love in their children through example
and encouragement. As a community of Christ, what are we sowing?

Well, we know that we all come here so that the Word of God can be sown in our own life. Aside from that, our Sunday
School teachers do their best to sow Christian values in our children. In the past we have done outreach to the community
through our Christmas Pageant, Vacation Bible School, and even Christmas Caroling. These evangelistic opportunities helped
sow the Word of God directly to others in the community. Unfortunately, it sometimes seems that much of what we do,
whether it be the greater UMC, our own church here, or as individual Christians, bears no obvious fruit. And yet, surely our
greatest calling is to faithfulness rather than to success. What we always must keep focus on is the reality that what we are
about in the mission to which God calls us, is the incredible reality that God’s grace is for all. To bring people to Christ
through our words and actions.

Of course, in many an exposition of this parable we have found ourselves contemplating the difficulties of sowing God’s seed.
Lack of roots, troubles and persecutions, the lures of this world, all these things come to mind. Such things represent chal-
lenges and remind us that God’s mission requires patience and a capacity to resist the temptation of quitting. Even in the re-
cent edition of the Vision, Dr. Lovett Weems, Distinguished Professor of Church Leadership at Wesley Theological Seminary
presented 10 provocative Questions for the UMC. They each dealt with the fact that the UMC has been shrinking over the past
40 years. Some disturbing trends:

e |ess than 5% of the clergy is under 35

e The average age of Methodists is 60 years

In 1968 the NYAC had over 200,000 members. It now has about 120,000. That is a loss of 2,000 per year. At that rate, the
NYAC will lose its last member in 2069.

Hard facts like these make it clear that out seeds are not germinating like they should. Unfortunately, grim facts like these can
keep us from changes. As Bishop park said at the NYAC Annual Conference, “We are all in favor of progress, provided we
can have it without change”. There are time-tested excuses for resisting change:

e We tried that before

e |t costs too much

®  Qur church is too small for that

e The congregation will never go for it
e \We’ve never done it that way before

e |t can’t be done
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And my favorite: “Lets forma committee”

However, the reality of many of our churches in the NYAC is that no change means no future. “The United Methodist Church in
the United States has a future only to the extent that it can find ways to reach more people, younger people and more diverse
people”. However, if | talk just about how the NYAC is losing members then | would be ignoring the elephant in the room. Our
own West Hills reflects this downward trend. We boasted over 300 members in the early 1960s with two church services every
Sunday. Now we have around 140 on the rolls, but those aren’t real members. That’s probably somewhere around half. With
those kind of numbers, its amazing that we make ends meet here. But by the Grace of God, each year we seem to get by. But
that is exactly what it seems. We just get by. Ironically, it may not be finances that eventually close the doors here. It may sim-
ply be a lack of participating members. You can’t maintain a building like this, as well as run programs, without a sizeable, ac-
tive membership. It cyclical. We can’t offer new and exciting programs because we don’t have the people. Since we can’t run
new programs, we don’t sow the seeds that will bring new members. The attempts we have made in the past to sow new seeds,
such as advertising in the Pennysaver and the Long Islander, putting door hangers on doors, creating an updated website, none
have produced the harvest that we need to flourish and grow. We could change around the quote from the conference and say
“The West Hills United Methodist Church in Huntington Station has a future only to the extent that it can find ways to reach
more people, younger people and more diverse people”. | wish | knew what that way was. | do know the only answer is for us
all to pray on it so that God may grant us the wisdom to understand His plan for our church.

The moral here is that all Christians should broadcast seed. It is not up to us to make it fall on fertile ground, we are just to
broadcast it. When you plant a seed, it may fall on fertile or infertile ground. That which falls on fertile ground may not germi-
nate at once. It may take some time. Look at the disciples. Jesus was always trying to get them to understand his message and
they always seemed to respond with blank stares. Yet those disciples turned out to be quite a harvest. So remember, you may not
even be there when the seed germinates. Our job is to plant seeds wherever we go and find better ways to sow it.

We all have a choice to make. Will we choose to be hindered like the first three results? Or will we choose to be “good ground”
that readily accepts God’s Word and applies it? The choice is ours. By the power and authority given to us in Christ Jesus, with
His Spirit in us, we have the power to choose to be “good ground”. As “good ground”, we can be fruitful. Look at the recent
NYAC conference where Sundays Schools from across the conference raised over $70,000 for the Heifer Project. That was quite
fruitful. Could it have been done by one individual, no. But collectively we can be even more fruitful. By acting as a group we
can scatter our seed and spread the word of God and show our love for our fellow man. Fruitfulness isn’t just measured in con-
verts and bodies in pews. We need to do more than show up on Sunday and call ourselves Christians. Since its inception, the
Methodist Church has been actively involved in promoting Christ’s love in society.

The United Methodist Church believes God's love for the world is an active and engaged love, a love seeking justice and liberty.
We cannot just be observers. Christianity is not a spectator sport. We care enough about people's lives to risk interpreting God's
love, to take a stand, to call each of us into a response, no matter how controversial or complex.

The UMC has been fertile soil for taking the Word and turning it into action since its inception. Being active socially here and
abroad is another part of our complex and demanding job as Christians in sowing seeds. No one ever said being a farmer is
easy.What does this all me for you and me? Two things: Keep tilling our own soil so that the word of God takes root in us. Like
any plant, it is never done growing. Secondly, be more than just hearers of the word- be doers of the word. Be sowers ourselves.
Spread the Word of God and love of Jesus Christ wherever we go. Just because much of the soil doesn’t seem fertile doesn’t
mean to stop. If we were sowing our food and the soil was bad, would we stop growing our food? If the way by which we are
sowing isn’t producing the intended results, it may be time to re evaluate our methods. Amen.
